three months, that he would find it. She offered to buy a replacement, but he insisted he would find the

ring she gave him on their wedding day. His initial search for the lost ring was not successful, but Al
was determined to make good on his promise to retrieve his ring.

Recently, he returned again to Wellington for another dive into the harbor, risking the chill of n
winter temperatures in New Zealand. As he tells it, "l was getting cold and tired, so | said to God it w
be really good to find the ring about now."” Soon he caught sight of the anchor he had dropped sixteq
months before, and he discovered the ring lying just inches away. He has remarked, "l couldn't belig
that | could see the ring so perfectly. The whole top surface of the ring was glowing" in the normally
murky water. Aleki's friends have taken to calling him "Lord of the Ring."

This story of the faithfully persistent and intensely personal search for a lost ring reminds me ¢
some stories the Lord of lords, Jesus Christ, told. There was a shepherd who left his otheninmety
sheep and went looking for his one lost sheep until he found it and rejoiced. There was a woman wh
one of her ten silver coins, and she shined a light into the dark places of her house and swept the flo
til she found it and rejoiced. There was a father whose younger son had lost his way, and left home,
wasted his life, and this father longingly and lovingly watched every day for his son and then ran out
embrace him and threw a party when the lost son finally came back home. The three stories conclug
tell you in the same way there will be more rejoicing in heaven over one sinner who repents than oveg
ninety-nine righteous persons who do not need to repent . . . | tell you, there is rejoicing in the presen
the angels of God over one sinner who repents . . .
