Wednesday Evening Dinners. Our new church year of Wednesday activities begins on September 7. The
Church Council has made the difficult decision that the Wednesday evening dinner will not be a part of the sched-
ule. For several years every effort has been made to continue to provide these meals. Some budget funds have
been used to subsidize the meals since attendance has not been sufficient to cover all of the expenses. Some folks
graciously went the second mile to plug the gaps when there were not enough volunteers to provide all of the cook-
ing teams that were necessary. When it became apparent the preparation of our meals through cooking teams was
no longer a workable arrangement, we employed a Food Services Supervisor to purchase the food and prepare the
dinners. The hope was that attendance would increase to such an extent that the extra expenses to employ a cook
would be covered. This has not been the case. While there were funds in the current budget for the dinner through
the end of this year, the recognition had already developed that the dinner could not be provided in the future
without additional budget subsidy and there was a real possibility this increased subsidy might not be available in
the 2012 budget.

During the summer, Denise Davis, our Food Services Supervisor, informed us she would be having surgery
with an extensive recuperation time. Given the fact she would probably be available to prepare meals on only a few
Wednesdays late in the fall, the Church Council reluctantly decided to eliminate the dinner from our Wednesday
evening schedule. These meals certainly have value in the building of community and fellowship for those who par-
ticipate. If some other cost-effective way of providing the dinner were to surface, this decision could certainly be
revisited. In the survey we did several months ago about our Wednesday dinner, the great majority of folks indi-
cated the lack of a meal at the church on Wednesdays would not impact their attendance at other activities. You
are encouraged to be a part of the ministries for all ages we have on Wednesday evenings.

Thanks! While Chris Jenkins has been on sabbatical leave in July and August, Chris Moman in an excellent
way has directed the choir and led us in worship through music in our traditional service. We are grateful to Chris
for sharing his gifts and his love for the Lord with us as he has served faithfully in these weeks.

Please let your members know how much getting the backpacks of
supplies means to these children and their parents. | know, from my
experiences of giving out the backpacks that the children are
amazed and very grateful.

103 uninsured children received the school physicals they needed, a
book from Reach Out and Read, and a backpack filled with school
supplies. This was a good number, especially since there was an-
other Physicals being held on the same day.

The parents are given information about possible free or low cost
health insurance for their children, how to eat in a more healthy way
and talk to a dentist.

We packed up 140 backpacks to be sure we had enough to for late
appointments and girls vs. boys backpacks. Supplies over those
needed for the Physicals will be taken to ECHO , the Crestwood,
Lynbrook and Garfield schools, the Springfield Franconia Family
Resources Center, and the Crestwood Family Center, all places
where school supplies are needed and appreciated.

It's wonderful to see an ecumenical group of churches working to-
gether, with Christ’s love, to meet a community need.
