We have questions. Child  -like inquiries and deep, heavy ones. In more than twenty -five
years of writing and ministry, Max Lucado has been the receiving line for thousands of

such questions. The questions come in letters, e -mails, even on Dunkin Donuts napkins.

In Max on Life he offers thoughtful answers to more than 150 of the most pressing

guestions on topics ranging from hope to hurt, from home to the hereafter.

Max writes about the role of prayer, the purpose of pain, and the reason for our
ultimate hope. He responds to the day -to-day questions -parenting quandaries, financial
challenges, difficult relationships -as well as to the profound: Is God really listening?

Pushing, and shoving, and pepper spray, and shootings. Such was the insanity of Black Friday. We might ask

if this is any way to begin the Christmas season. In the midst of all of the activity, and rush, and craziness of this
time of the year, we need to make sure we keep our lives centered on the One whose birth we celebrate.

Somebody has pointed out there’s a story in the Bible we can read as a Christmas story even though we don’t
usually associate it with Christmas. We just retell the story from a Christmas point of view. It’s the story of Jesus’
visit to the house of the sisters Mary and Martha:

Mary and Martha had much to do. They were late with their Christmas preparations that
year. Martha was running around, trying to get the cards mailed, and the tree decorated, and
the gifts wrapped, and the baking done. Mary had a lot to do, too. After all, she and Martha
lived together in the same house, and what one sister needed to do, the other sister needed
to do as well.

But Mary took the time to be with Jesus. She took the time to sit in the room with him,
and talk with him, and worship him. Martha came to the door, and she saw Mary just sitting
there, and she lectured Mary for not helping. But Jesus said, “Martha, Martha, I know you
have a lot to worry and fret about—and so does Mary. But Mary has chosen to do the one

thing that really matters. She has chosen to focus her attention on me. She has chosen to be
with me.”

Whatever else the calendar says we have to do in these weeks, may we choose to do the one thing that
really matters! “I am the Vine; you are the branches. Those who remain in me, and | in them, will produce mu
apart from me you can do’ (othni:5).

You are encouraged to keep praying for God’s leadership as we consider the way forward in seeking to be
faithful to reach the Next Generations with the Good News of Jesus Christ. We will continue our discussions
after the first of the year with another Town Hall gathering.
