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The Pastor’s Column

This fall we circulated a survey about our Wednesday evening Fellowship Dinners. There was a good response, and
thanks to all who completed a survey! The survey revealed several things: Those who participate in the Wednesday dinners
enjoy the opportunity and appreciate the time for fellowship and—especially the volunteers in our Wednesday evening activi-
ties—the convenience of having a meal provided at the church. There was not much indication that involvement in our
Wednesday evening activities would be greatly impacted if we did not have a Wednesday dinner. There is some, but limited,
potential for an increase in Wednesday dinner participation among people who already attend the church.

With the results of the survey, the Church Council expressed the desire to continue the Wednesday dinners and dis-
cussed a way to provide for the preparation of the meals, given the fact there is no longer a sufficient number of volunteer cook-
ing teams to prepare the meals by this means. Toward the end of the budget preparation process, the Finance Committee de-
termined that it would be possible to include funds in the budget for at least 2011 to employ a person to prepare the Wednes-
day evening Fellowship Dinners.

At the called Business Meeting on December 12, the church approved the church budget for 2011, with funds to em-
ploy a person to prepare the meals. There were conversations with Nelson Molina about the possibility of his employment in
this position, but Nelson has very recently accepted a new job that will require out-of-town training and new responsibilities
that will not allow him the time to prepare the Wednesday Fellowship Dinners.

Our regular schedule of Wednesday activities begins again on January 5, but the dinners will not be able to resume until
a person is employed to prepare the meals. Every effort will be made to locate and employ someone as soon as possible. There
have been advertisements for the position through our church publications and through the NorthStar Church Network. If you
or someone you know might be interested in this position of “Food Service Supervisor,” please contact the Personnel Commit-
tee through the church office. The vacancy announcement is included below.

In order to help support the employment of a “Food Service Supervisor,” there will be some changes in the meal prices
when the Wednesday Fellowship Dinners resume. The price of the main entrée (adult) meal will increase by 50 cents to $5.00.
Meals will now be priced by the entrée and not by age. The main entrée (adult) meal will cost $5.00 for anyone who eats this
meal. The price of the alternate meal (chicken nuggets, hot dog, etc.) will remain $1.00. The family meal limit of $20.00 will also
remain unchanged.

The “Food Service Supervisor” will be responsible for the work of preparing the meals, but we will still have the need
for volunteers to serve the meals and do the work of cleanup after the meals. We hope you will seriously consider volunteering
for this necessary and important responsibility.

Thank you for your patient understanding as we search for a “Food Service Supervisor,” and we encourage your prayer-
ful remembrance of this process. Updates on the progress of the search will be provided, and we will announce the date of the
resumption of the Wednesday Fellowship Dinners as soon as a “Food Service Supervisor” is in place.
