-- Our Children’s Ministry Team, under the leadership of Norina Treanor, our Director of Children’s Minis-
tries, is making a great impact in reaching and supporting families with children in our church. On February
26, our Children’s Ministry Team will present for our consideration a plan for some facility improvements to
our children’s ministry area on the first floor. These improvements will significantly enhance the opportuni-
ties and possibilities for ministry with children in our congregation and for outreach into our community. We
encourage your participation as we discuss this important investment in the lives of our children and their
families.

-- The Next Generations Group is actively working on a draft of a revised recommendation for presentation
to the church. This recommendation will incorporate both a strategy for strengthening the effectiveness of
our current ministries in the fulfillment of our mission as a church and the calling of a new minister to support
our outreach as a church through our current ministries and to lead us in new initiatives in outreach to
people in our community who need to know Jesus Christ, especially among the next generations. The Next
Generations Group will work with the Personnel and Finance Committees to develop a plan to provide the
resources necessary for this new ministry position. The intention is that in every way through existing and
new ministries we will be faithful to our stated mission as God’s people, which declares, “We exist to lead
people into a relationship with Jesus Christ and to help them grow to become like Him.” Another town hall
meeting will be scheduled when the revised recommendation is ready for presentation and congregational
discussion. Continue to make our “next generations” emphasis a chief priority in your prayers for our church
and the work of God’s Kingdom.

-- God graciously provided and people faithfully responded as we ended 2011 with strong financial steward-
ship. We concluded the year with contributions which totaled just over 97% of our budget, which had been
adjusted several times during the year for facility and furnishings improvements. We also gave during 2011
more than $79,000 to our special offerings for North American, International, and State Missions and World
Hunger. This doesn’t include additional contributions for our Food Pantry, our Shining Star gifts, Operation
Christmas Child shoeboxes, and other congregational and small group missions and outreach projects
throughout the year. With Paul we affirm, “Thanks be to God for his indescribable gift!” And through Paul
we hear this encouragement, “But just as you excel in everything—in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in
complete earnestness and in your love for us—see that you also excel in this grace of giving . . . And God is
able to make all grace abound to you, so that in all things at all times, having all that you need, you will
abound in every good work” (2 Corinthians 8:7; 9:8, 15).
