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The Pastor’s Column

We continue to be invested in the opportunity and challenge of “reaching people under 40 while keeping people
over 60.” Much that is positive and encouraging has resulted in these recent months. There has been a new energy and
direction in our children’s ministry, which has been facilitated by the calling of a Director of Children’s Ministry and the very
fine leadership Norina is providing. A growing number of youth have been involved in special student ministry events, and
the Student Ministry Center is enhancing the outreach of the ministry. We have had a good response among both longer
standing members and some new folks to family ministry opportunities such as our current “Bringing Up Boys” seminar and
the upcoming “The Art of Marriage” conference. Our women’s ministry is seeing increased involvement and interest in the
events being sponsored. The calling of Sly as our new worship leader and some improvements in the worship space have
contributed to the growth of our contemporary service in both participants and the vitality of the worship. We have one
hundred new chairs and on some Sundays there has been the need to add other chairs to accommodate the worshipers.
Most people now have their first contact with our church through our website, and the development of a very useful and
attractive website and the increased use of electronic communication have been effective in outreach. (A word of thanks
to David Roberts who maintains our website in addition to his primary financial responsibilities in the office.) We are soon
to initiate a significant “go-structure” as we seek to reach out more visibly into the community. Our food pantry will open
on the first Saturday in February. This ministry will show the love of Christ in some very practical ways and help to support
the outreach of our growing Hispanic Fellowship as we work together with them in partnership in this ministry. We are
grateful to God for the way we see evidences of the work of His Spirit among us and through us.

But there is more on which to focus and there are future ventures to which God is leading us which may involve
new ways and approaches. The “Next Generations” study/work group has begun reflecting on the question, “If you had a
blank page, what would you envision as the way forward for the church? Without factoring in any limitations related to
financial and other resources, current church structures and programs, people’s reactions to change, etc., what do you
prayerfully perceive to be God’s vision for the future of the church?” This is a question for all of us to reflect on prayerfully
and to which we need to give our attention in the months ahead.

We're not talking here about just seeking to add some new events to the church calendar or creating new pro-
grams. We're talking about the way in which we are the church under God’s leadership. It's a way of seeing because our
primary sight is not on ourselves but on people who need to know Jesus Christ. It's a way of thinking because we’re want-
ing to think God’s thoughts and not our own. It's a way of praying because we’re seeking to be open to what God intends
for us and plans to bless through us rather than just desiring His blessing on something we may come up with in our human
notions. It’s a way of creating because God wants us to build a culture of reaching and growing people in Jesus Christ that
permeates and saturates everything about us as His church. It’s a way of catching His Spirit because He calls us to get in on
what He is doing in the world He loves. It’s a way of following on the journey where He leads us because we’re His people.
As we seek to be faithful to our mission as His church “to lead people into a relationship with Jesus Christ and to help them
grow to become like Him,” let’s give to God our best seeing, and our best thinking, and our best praying, and our best creat-
ing, and our best catching, and our best following so we may fulfill His purpose for us and bring Him glory.
