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The Pastor’s Column

A lot of children are eagerly and energetically involved in our Vacation Bible School this week. We express
our deep appreciation and say a huge word of "Thanks!" to Norina Treanor, our Director of Children's Ministries, to
her leadership team, and to all of our dedicated volunteers who have served in our VBS. You are doing great work
for God's Kingdom as you share the Good News of God's love for us in Jesus Christ!

The children are learning about the Bible in VBS. This is certainly a valuable investment in a society that
has so much Biblical illiteracy. A few weeks ago a major news organization did a story on people's familiarity with
the Bible, and the writer concluded, "The Bible may be the most revered book in America, but it's also one of the
misquoted."

People can appeal to "phantom passages." These are statements that may sound Biblical and they are
qguoted as Scripture, but we won't find them in the Bible. In a news conference after he was fired as the coach of
the Chicago Bears, a choked-up Mike Ditka said, "Scripture tells you that all things shall pass. This, too, shall pass."
The King James Version of the Bible uses the phrase, "And it came to pass," but Ditka's quotation is not in the Bible.
It's a "phantom passage."

There are other "phantom passages," like: "God helps those who help themselves." (This is actually attrib-
uted to Benjamin Franklin.) "God works in mysterious ways." (This is a paraphrase of a nineteenth-century hymn
by the English poet William Cowper.) "Cleanliness is next to Godliness." (This was coined by John Wesley, the
eighteenth-century evangelist who established Methodism.)

There is also the reading of details into passages of the Bible that aren't there. If we say Adam and Eve ate
an apple in the Garden, we need to look again because all we are told is they ate "fruit of the tree." We talk about
Jonah being swallowed by a whale, but the Bible only says "a great fish." Just about every Christmas play has three
wise men, but the Bible never says "three." We probably just assume there were three wise men because three
kinds of gifts are identified.

| suspect we could all profit from some "Bible School." No matter how much we have studied the Bible,
there is always more for us to know. But the reason to know the Bible is not just to have the knowledge to pass a
Bible quiz. The reason to know the Bible is so we personally know the God who speaks to us in the Bible and we
know His will and purpose for usT and then we live out the truth of His Word.

There are two verses some of us may have first learned in Vacation Bible School. I'll quote them in the King
James Version we may have used: "Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path . .. Thy word have |
hid in mine heart, that | might not sin against thee" (Psalm 119:105, 11). We would do well to remember these
words and to keep on putting them into practice.
