Food Pantry – The food pantry is open Saturday from 10:00 AM to 
noon. The first Saturday was February 5, and we have given away 
over 1500 pounds of food so far. We have had new families each 
week. Three Sunday School classes have committed to staff the 
pantry, each on a different Saturday, but we need more help. Adult III 
is covering the 2nd Saturday.  Adult IV Young Couples - 3rd Satur-
day.  Adult II Joyful Followers - 4th Saturday.  If you are interested in 
volunteering, please contact me at echenoweth@verizon.net or call 
at 703-690-3098. If you want to contribute food, we always need rice 
(two-pound bags are best) and boxed cereal. Because we are part-
nered with the Capital Area Food Bank, we obtain certain items at a 
discount and financial contributions are always welcome. 
 

Operation Christmas Child - Shoe boxes are needed for Opera-
tion Christmas Child. Last year we sent 200 filled shoe boxes to Sa-
maritan’s Purse. If you want to be a part of this ministry, you can help 

in the following ways: 

 Bring shoe boxes in good condition      

 We are entering the season of the year that is most central to our faith—the remembrance of Jesus’ death 
for us on the Cross and the celebration of His Resurrection.  Somebody has identified the Apostle Paul as a person 
who was late for Easter.  He wasn’t present on the first Easter Sunday morning, as were Mary Magdalene and John 
and Simon Peter.  He wasn’t in the room with the disciples when Jesus appeared on Easter Sunday evening.  He 
wasn’t with the disciples a week later when Jesus invited Thomas to see for himself that He really was alive.  He 
wasn’t a part of the group of five hundred believers who saw Jesus on a later occasion.  During this time, Paul was 
an angry man, intent on putting a stop to this movement that was proclaiming the Resurrection of Jesus Christ.  But 
then Paul experienced Easter for himself.  He met the Risen Christ while he was on his way to do harm to Christian 
people in Damascus, and his life was transformed forever. 
 

 In a sense, we are also late for Easter.  We don’t live in the first century.  But we, too, can meet the Risen 
Christ through His living presence, and our lives can be transformed by His power that was let loose in the Resurrec-
tion.  Jesus Christ is so alive and real we can know him just as surely as any of the disciples who encountered Him 
on the first Easter—just like Paul came to know Him.  In these days, may we open our lives to the work of the Spirit 
of Christ within us so we can say with Paul, “I myself no longer live, but Christ lives in me.  So I live my life in this 
earthly body by trusting in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me” (Galatians 2:20, NLT). 
 

 Here are a few matters for your prayerful remembrance and interest: 
Plans are being developed for some renovations to our children’s area of the building, which will enhance 

the activities and opportunities of our children’s ministry.  (Thanks to Ben Medina and some other Boy Scouts who 
recently did a great job in painting some of our children’s area as a part of his Eagle Scout project!) 

 

 Our "Next Generations" work/study group continues to explore ways to "reach people under 40 while 
keeping people over 60."  This group is currently working on a recommendation which would provide for the calling 
of a minister to "plant" and develop a ministry to young adults under 40, creating a comprehensive strategy of out-
reach which incorporates contemporary worship and new opportunities in discipleship, fellowship, and mission ac-
tion.  This proposal would utilize the resources set aside in our “Another Harvest” initiative. 
 

 We are in the process of seeking to re-form and re-energize our Preschool Ministry Team.  As you pray for 
this process, be open to the ways you may support this ministry with your involvement. 

 Bring in small gifts children enjoy (crayons, jump ropes, etc.) 

 No war toys please. 
 

 Bring in hygiene items (wash cloths, soap, toothbrushes, tooth-
paste)
