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The Pastor’s Column

In a few days, I'll have another birthday. Like many of us, I'm sure I've already had more birthdays than | still
have birthdays left to count. An author did a project where he asked some celebrities to write a letter to their sixteen
-year-old self. From the vantage point of their adult lives, these people communicated what they wished they could
have known when they were sixteen. It's something interesting to reflect on. What would we write to our sixteen-
year-old self?

The premise in all of this is our lives today are connected with our lives at the age of sixteen, and the choices
and decisions we made then and in all of the intervening years have shaped who we are today. This dynamic goes
in the other direction, too. The person we will be in the future is connected with who we are right now and the choic-
es and decisions we make each day.

But maybe we don’t always see things or live our lives with this perspective. It's been pointed out there can
be a disconnect between the way we think of ourselves right now and the way we think of ourselves in the future.
Some people just seem to believe one day in the future they will be magically different or better off or whatever it is
without really investing themselves in the creation of that future.

Some researchers in a university examined this idea. They took people into a virtual reality room where a
person would see either a current picture of themselves or a digitally-produced “aged” image of themselves. When
the people left the room, they were asked a series of questions. One of the questions focused on the way they
would allocate $1,000 if they were given this money right at that moment. The people who had seen the “aged” im-
age of themselves put twice as much money into a retirement account as the people who had not seen themselves
as they would look in the future.

The Bible tells us, “And now, children, stay with Christ. Live deeply in Christ. Then we’ll be ready for him
when he appears, ready to receive him with open arms, with no cause for red-faced guilt or lame excuses when he
arrives. Once you’re convinced that he is right and righteous, you’ll recognize that all who practice righteousness
are God’s true children. What marvelous love the Father has extended to us! Just look at it—we’re called children
of God! That's who we really are. But that’s also why the world doesn’t recognize us or take us seriously, because it
has no idea who he is or what he’s up to. But friends, that’s exactly who we are: children of God. And that’s only
the beginning. Who knows how we’ll end up? What we know is that when Christ is openly revealed, we’ll see him—
and in seeing him, become like him. All of us who look forward to his Coming stay ready, with the glistening purity of
Jesus’ life as a model for our own” (1 John 2:28-3:3, The Message). The promise for our future as God’s children is
He will make us to be like Christ. The call for our present is to “live deeply in Christ” and to grow to become more
and more like him even now as we’re being transformed into his image.

Maybe sometimes we need to think more about what God wants us to be in the future. It will make a definite
difference in the way we live today. This is something to tell our “selves” whatever age we are.
