In the seminar and in the Saturday evening discussion of the leadership group with Eddie Hammett an
Randy Pierce, these are some of the observations and affirmations they had for us:

T Our congregation is not unique, for the great majority of churches of all denominations in our country
are on a plateau or declining.

1 Atleast 70% of the people in our country are unchurched and reflect a secular, postmodern culture;
30% are part of a church culture.

1 We have a good bit of room for growth in our understanding of the differences between our church c
ture and the people of the secular, postmodern culture. Some of our comments and questions refleq
the mindset of a church culture which will not likely reach the 70% who do not share our church culty
There are things we mentioned which may increase the effectiveness of our ministry to -cultuied
newcomers who may be looking for a church and to people who come from a etwitohed back-
ground and may still be comfortable with the church culture, but they will not likely have much impac
in reaching the 70% of the secular, postmodern, unchurched population.
