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The Pastor’s Column

Recently, Lifeway Research partnered with the North American Mission Board to conduct a survey asking
more than 15,000 Americans about different methods of church outreach. The researchers identified the top
five ways Americans are willing to receive information about a local church. The third, fourth, and fifth top re-
sponses in the survey involved various forms of marketing and advertising, with about 46-48% of the respon-
dents indicating they would pay some attention to the information. The second most effective method of out-
reach was a personal conversation with a friend or neighbor from the church, cited by 56%. The most effective
means of outreach and bringing people into the church was a personal conversation with a family member, with
63% expressing an openness to this kind of conversation.

The research also revealed that some people are more or less receptive to considering issues of faith at
different times of the year and in different circumstances in their lives. The researchers identified the following
as the top five times and circumstances when people are most open to considering matters of faith: Fifth, after
the birth of a baby, with 28%. Fourth, after a natural disaster, with 34%. Third, after a major natural crisis (such
as 9/11), with 38%. Second, during the Easter holiday season, with 38%. First, during the Christmas holiday sea-
son, with 47%.

The research indicated many unchurched people are ready to talk about Jesus Christ. Marketing and
advertising provide some form of outreach support, but this is only supplemental. Relationships remain the
most effective approach to outreach and sharing the Good News of Jesus Christ.

As the holiday season of Thanksgiving and then Christmas draws close, perhaps there is some family
member, or friend, or neighbor, or co-worker who would respond to an invitation to church and be open to a
conversation about matters of faith and a relationship with Jesus Christ. The most effective way of reaching peo-
ple will always be one conversation at a time.
