Anyone with a severe illness or fever should wait until they  are symptom free before 
getting a flu shot. 
 

Cost:  Medicare Part B will be accepted as full payment with no co-pay.  If you 
are using Medicare Part B as payment, please bring your Medicare card.

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The Pastor’s Column 
     

 At our recent Town Hall meeting, the Next Generations group presented a vitally important proposal for our 
consideration as a church.  The proposal states:  “As the First Baptist Church of Springfield „we exist to lead people 
into a relationship with Jesus Christ and to help them grow to become like him.‟  To realize this vision we strive for a 
church that reaches out to non-believers and unchurched people of all ages and all generations with the Good News 
of Jesus Christ so they may become followers of Him.  In prayerful dependence on God, we seek a new and innova-
tive ministry to people in our community who reflect the current culture, especially younger adults (most under 40). 
We recommend calling a minister who will plant, cultivate, and lead it as a complement to our existing ministries and 
programs.”  The proposal also includes a plan for providing the financial resources for this new ministry through exist-
ing funds and pledged commitments from the congregation.   

 

If you were not able to attend the Town Hall meeting, the presentation was recorded and is available for view-
ing on our church‟s website.  You may also find on our website the written proposal that was distributed and the 
PowerPoint slides that were used in the presentation.  We hope everyone will view this presentation since it provides 
much additional information which amplifies and explains the proposal.  (Copies of the written proposal and the DVD 
of the presentation are also available in the church office.) 

 

We also encourage you to be involved in some times of dialogue and discussion to talk about the proposal.  
Some Sunday School departments and classes are scheduling these dialogues.  Church-wide dialogue sessions are 
also planned for Sunday, October 16, at 5:00 PM and Wednesday, October 19, at 6:45 PM. 

 

This proposal envisions the “planting” of a new ministry within the life of our church, while we continue to af-
firm the value of our traditional ministries and seek to strengthen them.  We have likened this new ministry to our lan-
guage ministries in the way it would function within our church.  It would be an integral part of our congregation as we 
are one church, but it would have a distinctive nature as it seeks to reach people who “speak” an Acts 17 “cultural 
language.”  (In the Town Hall presentation, you can hear the contrast that is drawn between the Acts 2 culture many 
of us have known and the current Acts 17 culture.)  We would seek a minister to lead this new ministry who has the 
calling and gifts of a “church planter.”  When God leads us and this individual together, this new minister would then 
help us design and develop the new ministry in fuller detail, drawing on his experience in starting and growing new 
ministries and in working in churches and ministries which have been effective in reaching people with the gospel, 
especially younger adults. 
  

 At the Town Hall meeting, we called people to pray for God‟s guidance as we discuss and take action on this 
proposal.  People were encouraged to make this a matter for prayer every day, but we designated certain days of the 
week for each person to pray in a concentrated way.  This Next Generations proposal is centered in a desire to be 
obedient to God‟s claim on us as His people and to be faithful to the mission He has for us as His church to go and 
tell people about Jesus and make disciples.  We invite everyone to join in this commitment to prayer as we seek to 
follow God‟s leadership now and into the future He has for us as First Baptist Church of Springfield.
