Report from the Next Generations Group 
 

The Next Generations Group has met several times to discuss the 
congregational input we have received to our recommendation which 
was presented last fall.  We appreciate the interest and involvement 
of the whole congregation.  We are currently in the process of modi-
fying our proposal to address the issues and concerns which have 
been raised.  We anticipate the presentation at a future date of a re-
vised recommendation about our outreach as a church which would 
integrate the strengthening of our current ministries and the develop-
ment of new ministries to those in our community who need to know 
Jesus Christ.  This revised proposal would include the calling of a 
new staff minister to provide leadership for the whole church in out-
reach, with a focus on the next generations.
